This will result In the new building dominating the skyline as it will be visible from most of the Arlington conservation area and dwarf the lower buildings on the Islington side of the canal

· seriously affecting the photographic studio's business which is not only a real landmark but is thriving and world renowned, makes a significant contribution to the local economy in terms of employment and purchasing of local supplies and services and is a real cultural hub in the local community

I also believe this goes against Hackney Council Conservation Area Statement for the area. You will note that this proposed development seems to conflict with many of the design and historic guidelines stated and for reference and where this building is mentioned please look at:

· page 47 (para  6.1) - Holborn Studios should be considered as part of the strengths quoted

· page 48 (para 6.3) - one of the opportunities suggests that the repair and reuse of historic buildings for mixed and residential use could be implemented

· page 49 (para 6.4) - one of the threats is over-development of canal side sites for residential use

· page 50 - the conclusion is very clear about the way these historic and important sites should be treated

· page 62 (Appendix B) - Holborn Studios is listed as one of the 'Buildings of Townscape Merit'
· I urge the Planning Department to reject this application on the grounds I have stated.
